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INSTRUCTIONS FOR GIFTING STOCK TO MINORS

(less than 18 years of age)

Gifting shares to family members gives them the benefit of being a shareholder of K'oyitl’ots'ina, Limited.  We strongly encourage shareholders to gift whole shares, not fractions of shares.  Fractions of shares are nearly impossible to keep track of.

Some of the paperwork will need to be notarized, as they are legal documents, and need to be notarized in order to stand up in a court of law.

1. Completed and Notarized Inter Vivos Transferal of Shares form.

2. Completed Stock Replacement Request Form, this form has to be completed in order to void out the old stock certificate.

3. Completed and Notarized Acceptance of Custodianship Form

4. Completed and Notarized Affidavit of Child Identity Form

5. Completed and Notarized Acceptance of Stock Gift Form

6. Copy of BIA or Tribal ID

7. Copy of Birth Certificate
Once we receive all necessary paperwork from you, we will begin the process of transferring shares.  When this is complete, we will issue you both new certificates with the new number of shares.  When you receive your original stock certificate, you will have the option of signing it and returning it to the office for safe-keeping.  We strongly urge you to fill out the back of your original stock certificate.  This is your will and designates who your stock shares will go to in the event of your death.
